4. Failure to pay the purchase price by the due date constitutes a fundamental breach of contractual
obligations. If there are reasonable doubts as to Buyer's ability to pay, Seller may, subject to further
claims, revoke credit periods and make further deliveries dependent on advance payments or other
security.

5. The goods delivered under the contract remain the property of the Seller until full payment for the
goods has been received by the Seller. Seller may reclaim the goods under retention of title even if
Seller has not yet withdrawn from the contract or if the goods have been subsequently processed.

6. In the event of delayed payment by Buyer, Seller is entitled to charge interest on the amount
outstanding at the rate of 8 percentage points above the base interest rate from the time payment
is due.

7 Claims made under the contract relating to damage in transit and/or short delivery must be
presented in writing within 48 hours of delivery and be supported by a claused delivery note.

8. Seller must be notified of any claimed defects in the goods that can be discovered during routine
inspection within 7 days of receipt of the goods; other claimed defects must be notified within 4
weeks. Notification must be in writing and must precisely describe the nature and extent of the
claim.

9. Sellers maximum liability relating to performance of this contract is limited to the total sales
contract value.

10. The contract is issued under, and is subject to, English law.
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
